Fidelity Grange is the third full-length release from Seattle area alt-country collective Chuckanut Drive. The album is highly anticipated in the Northwest as well as nationally.  The band’s previous album "The Crooked Mile Home" sold in over 10 countries and was praised buy critics and dj's alike. Produced and engineered by knob-twirling guru Johnny Sangster (Mudhoney, The Posies, The Briefs) "Fidelity Grange" promises to further the bands journey into the ears and hearts of us all.  

The album has recently been release to much applause.  It quickly made the top 30 on the Roots Music Report and also reached #13 (tied with John Hiatt) on the Freeform American Roots Chart.  “Fidelity Grange” was also picked by influential DJ, Don Slack, as one of his top 12 favorite new album to be added to the Swinging Doors program on Seattle’s KEXP.
